Na temo njihovega bodo Studenti morali
napisati najmanj 7 odzivnih esejev v obsegu
vsaj 2000 besed ali pa kon¢no seminarsko
nalogo v obsegu 30 strani.

Academic forum will be conducted as a
European Academic Forum within the
framework of the Jean Monnet Chair at the
New University, awarded and co-funded by the
European Commission.

The course will be delivered as a university
workshop, dedicated to the analysis of the
problematique of pluralism in the European
Union.

The European Academic Forum will host at least
10 meetings per year, joining the
representatives of the academia, professional
services, civil society and visiting faculty, who
are going to search for the answers to the
decline of pluralism in the European Union.

The students will need to write either at least 7
reaction papers (min 2000 words) or a final
seminar thesis up to 30 pages.
