Andrej Anžič je doktoriral na Fakulteti za družbene vede. Je redni profesor na Fakulteti za državne in 
evropske študije s področja nacionalnovarnostnega sistema in evropskih varnostnih integracij. Sodeloval in 
vodil je tudi nekaj raziskovalnih projektov. Svoja dela je predstavil na številnih mednarodnih konferencah in 
v znanstvenih revijah objavil več originalnih znanstvenih člankov. Članki so na temo nacionalne in 
mednarodne varnosti. Je tudi avtor večjih znanstvenih monografij. Bil je mentor pri več diplomah in 
magistrskih delih. Poučuje še na dveh fakultetah v Sloveniji in treh fakultetah v tujini. 
 
Andrej Anžič holds Ph. D. from Faculty of social studies, Slovenia. He is professor at Faculty of state and 
European studies for national security studies and European security associations. He has been managed 
and participated in several research projects. He presented papers at many research conferences 
worldwide. He authored and co-authored numerous original scientific articles published in journals. The 
papers and articles cover topics in national and international security. He is also author several scientific 
monograph publications. He supervised more diploma thesis, and master thesis. He also teaches part time 
at two other faculties in Slovenia and three abroad. 
 
Liliana Brožič je diplomirala 2003 na Fakulteti za organizacijske vede v Kranju, magistrirala 2007 na 
Fakulteti za družbene vede v Ljubljani in doktorirala 2010 na Fakulteti za državne in evropske študije na 
Brdu pri Kranju. Je izredni profesor na Fakulteti za državne in evropske študije s področja 



nacionalnovarnostnega sistema. Od 2008 do 2009 je bila namestnica odgovornega urednika, trenutno pa 
odgovorna urednica Biltena Slovenske vojske, ki je uvrščen v mednarodno podatkovno bazo PAIS 
International. 
Je avtorica več člankov na področju izobraževanja, varnosti in evalvacij in (so)organizator različnih sekcij in 
konferenc. 
 
Liliana Brožič, graduated in 2003 at the Faculty for Organizational Sciences in Kranj, obtained master’s 
degree at the Faculty of Social Sciences in Ljubljana and doctor degree at the Faculty of Government and 
European Studies in Brdo. She is associated professor at Faculty of state and European studies for national 
security studies. From 2008 to 2009 she was Deputy Editor of the Slovenian Armed Forces Bulletin, 
publication indexed in international data base PAIS International. Since then she has been Managing Editor 
of the same publication. 
She is author of articles on education, security and evaluation area and (co) organizer of many sections and 
conferences. 
 
Denis Čaleta je leta 2007 doktoriral na Fakulteti za državne in evropske študije. Je izredni profesor na 
Fakulteti za državne in evropske študije s področja nacionalnovarnostnega sistema in evropskih varnostnih 
integracij. V Inštitutu za korporativne varnostne študije opravlja naloge predsednika Sveta ICS in je vodja 
raziskovalne skupine. Sodeloval in vodil je tudi nekaj raziskovalnih projektov. Svoja dela je predstavil na 
številnih mednarodnih konferencah in v znanstvenih revijah objavil več kot 10 originalnih znanstvenih 
člankov. Članki so na temo celovitega obvladovanja varnostnih tveganj.

He is also President of the Board in Institute for Corporative security studies and he is head 
of the resource group in the ICS. He has been managed and participated in several research projects. He 
presented papers at many research conferences worldwide. He authored and co-authored ten original 
scientific articles published in journals. The papers and articles cover topics in managing the security 
threats. He is also author of two scientific monograph publications. He supervised more diploma thesis, 
and master thesis.
