The course on Management of states try to
explain governance or state management
according to their level of socioeconomic
development but also according to their
location on the different continents of the
world. We do start with the analyses of
demographic, sociopolitical , economic,
security and other characteristics of the
continents of contemporary world . Through
this we are able to form internal clusters of the
countries which are closer to each other by
their development indicators like scandinavian

Next step is the analyses of the basic
institutions of the states namely their
government , parliament, election system,
system of political parties and interest groups
and their unitary or federal character. Particular
attention is given to the parliamentary and
presidential types of governance.

The last part include several case studies of
different countries from different subgroups.
