He completed his Ph.D. in Law at the School of Law, University of Aberdeen, Scotland, UK. Jernej has
worked at the European Ombudsman's Office, the Superior Court of the Republic of Slovenia, the
Law Institute in Ljubljana, the International Criminal Court, and has taught at the University of
Aberdeen, University of Lund, New York University and European University Institute.
