Doktoriral je na Evropskem univerzitetnem institutu v Firencah, magistriral na NYU School of Law
in diplomiral na Pravni fakulteti Univerze v Ljubljani. Kot sodniski pripravnik je sluzboval na ViSjem
sodiSCu v Ljubljani, prakti¢ne izkuSnje pa je nabiral tudi v Evropskem parlamentu kot Robert
Schuman stazist v oddelku za ustavne zadeve. Njegovo raziskovanje in akademsko delo je
osredotoceno na pravo EU, ustavno pravo in teorijo prava. Aktiven je tudi v stanovskih
akademskih in civilnodruzbenih iniciativah tako doma kot po svetu.

Doc. dr. Ana Polak Petric je diplomirala na Pravni fakulteti Univerze v Ljubljani, magistrirala s
podrocja mednarodnih odnosov na Diplomatski akademiji in Univerzi na Dunaju ter doktorirala iz
mednarodnega prava na Evropski pravni fakulteti. Od leta 2015 je habilitirana docentka za
podrocja mednarodnega prava, mednarodnih odnosov in evropskega prava, ima opravljen tudi
pravniski drzavni izpit.

Od leta 2003 je zaposlena na Ministrstvu za zunanje zadeve, kjer se ukvarja v glavnem z vprasanji
mednarodnega in evropskega prava ter prava ¢lovekovih pravic.

Ana Polak Petri¢ is an assistant professor of international law, international relations and
European law at the European Faculty of Law, Slovenia. She graduated from the Faculty of Law,
University of Ljubljana (2002), holds a master’s degree in advanced international studies from the
Diplomatic Academy of Vienna and University of Vienna (2007), and a PhD in law from the
European Faculty of Law (2014).

Since 2003, she has worked as a diplomat and a legal expert in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Slovenia, where she is in her career dealing mostly with international law, EU law and humans
rights law. In 2014, she was appointed High Representative of the Republic of Slovenia for
Succession Issues.
