Good understanding of international law and its
role as framework for international activities of
States and other subjects, as well as being used
or a means of foreign policy. Special emphasise
will be devoted to several concrete cases and to
the role of international law as the substantial
and procedural base for regulating problems of
contemporary international community.

Pri razumevanju
mednarodne skupnosti in pri tem vloge
mednarodnega prava kot sredstva zunanje
politike bo dan poseben poudarek z vidika
opredelitve pojma in vloge agresije v
mednarodnem Zivljenju in problemom
nastajajoega novega multipolarnega
ravnotezja moci med novim vodilnimi polji
sveta. Odkar obstaja mednarodni svetovni red,
ki ni ve€ red temelje¢ na ravnoteZzju in vodilni
vlogi ti.

Snov pri predavanjih bo razporejena v
naslednje Stiri sklope:

1. seznanitev z najnovejso doktrino o
mednarodnem pravu, mednarodnih odnosih in
zunaniji politiki.

2. seznanitev z nekaterimi najnovejsimi trendi
v razvoju mednarodnega prava, kot so,
interalia:

a) uveljavljanje univerzalne kazenske
jurisdikcije (Rimski statut ICC; opredelitev in
problematika zlo¢inov genocida, zlo¢inov zoper
¢lovecnost, zlocin agresije); nacelo aut dedere
aut judicare; problem imunitete

b) mednarodno pravno varstvo okolja

c) najnovejsi razvoj mednarodnega
pogodbenega prava, vklju¢no s problematiko
nasledstva v mednarodne pogodbe.

3. razvoj mednarodnega varstva manjsin in
pravica narodov do samoodlocbe v kontekstu
zunanje politike,.

Protection of the atmosphere; environmental
protection in case of armed conflicts; crimes
against humanity in relation to the conflict in
Ukraine; international legal prohibition of
aggression; the impact of sea level rise on
international maritime law.

Especially at the doctoral level of study, current
issues of international peace and security will be
prominently in the foreground. The Russian
Federation's aggression against Ukraine raises
many questions from the point of view of
international-legal violations of the peace
(crimes against peace), as well as crimes and the
criminal responsibility of individuals under
international law, key to international criminal
justice. In understanding the international
community and the role of international law as a
tool of foreign policy, special emphasis will be
given from the point of view of defining the
concept and role of aggression in international
life and the problems of the emerging new
multipolar balance of power between the new
leading fields of the world. Since there has been
an international world order, which is no longer
an order based on balance and leading role of
World order.

Through the lectures the following complexes
will be dealt with:

1. To acquaint students with the contemporary
doctrine on international law and foreign policy.
2. To acquaint students with the new trends in
international law, inter alia:

a) universal criminal jurisdiction; genocide;
crimes against humanity, aggression; principle
aut dedere aut judicare; immunity

b) international legal protection of environment
c) law of the treaties, including succession to
treaties.

3. International legal protection of minorities.
The right of peoples to self-determination.

4. Case studies:

a) Austria-Slovenia relations (legal aspects and
foreign policy)

b) "State" Republic of Kosovo.
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4. "Case study":

a) slovensko-avstrijski odnosi med pravom in

Doc. dr. Ana Polak Petric je veleposlanica
Republike Slovenije v Zvezni republiki Nemciji,
pred tem je kot veleposlanica sluzbovala na
Japonskem (nerezidencéno v Juzni Koreji in na
Filipinih). Je docentka za mednarodno pravo,
diplomacijo in evropsko pravo na Evropski pravni
fakulteti Nove univerze, kjer predava
mednarodno javno pravo, pomorsko pravo in
mirno reSevanje sporov. Od 2014-2019 je bila
visoka predstavnica Republike Slovenije za
vprasanja nasledstva po nekdanji Jugoslaviji. V
tej funkciji je bila imenovana tudi za pomocnico
zastopnika Slovenije pri Evropskem sodiscu za
¢lovekove pravice v Strasbourgu. Od leta 2003 je
zaposlena kot diplomatka in pravna
strokovnjakinja Ministrstva za zunanje in
evropske zadeve Republike Slovenije na razli¢nih
delovnih mestih in funkcijah Leta 2006 je delala
kot pravna svetovalka pri predsedniku
republiske referendumske komisije v Crni Gori.

Ana Polak Petric is Ambassador of the Republic
of Slovenia to the Federal Republic

of Germany, having previously served as
Ambassador to Japan (non-resident to South
Korea and the Philippines). She is Assistant
Professor of International Law, Diplomacy and
European Law at the European Law Faculty of
the New University, where she teaches public
international law, the law of the sea and
peaceful settlement of disputes. From 2014-
2019, she was the High Representative of the
Republic of Slovenia for the succession issues to
the former Yugoslavia. In this capacity, she was
also appointed Assistant Agent of Slovenia at
the European Court of Human Rights in
Strasbourg. Since 2003, she has worked as a
diplomat and legal expert at the Ministry of
Foreign and European Affairs of the Republic of
Slovenia in various positions and functions. In
2006, she worked as a legal advisor to the
President of the Republican Referendum
Commission in Montenegro.

She graduated from the Faculty of Law of the
University of Ljubljana, obtained a Master’s
degree in International Relations from the
Diplomatic Academy and the University of
Vienna, and a PhD in International Law from the
European Law Faculty of the New University,
and passed the State Bar Examination in 2005.
She is the author of several publications and
articles in the field of international and
European law, human rights law and succession
of states, editor-in-chief of the International
Law Collection, vice-chair of the Examination
Board and examiner for the State Bar
Examination, and a member of various societies
and associations related to international law
and foreign policy (researcher in SICRIS No.
40975).
