Akademski forum je vseuniverzitetni seminar,
ki bo v akademskem letu 2025/26 namenjen
predvsem preucevanju najbolj aktualnih
javnopravnih izzivov, vklju¢no s tistimi, ki
izhajajo iz algoritmicne druzbe ter zatona
politicnega liberalizma v globalnem kontekstu.

Delo bo organizirano tako, da bodo v 6 letnih
srecanjih nastopili akademiki, predstavniki
stroke, civilne druzbe in tuji gostujoci govorci,
ki bodo iskali odgovore na vprasanja
vecplastne javnopravne problematike, ki jih
poraja aktualni cas.

Na temo njihovega izvajanja bodo Studenti
morali napisati najmanj 6 odzivnih esejev v
obsegu vsaj 2000 besed ali pa kon¢no
seminarsko nalogo v obsegu 30 strani.

The Academic Forum is a university-wide
seminar which, in the 2025/26 academic year,
will be primarily dedicated to examining the
most pressing public-law challenges, including
those arising from the algorithmic society and
the decline of political liberalism in the global
context.

The work will be organised in such a way that,
over 6 annual meetings, academics,
practitioners, representatives of civil society,
and foreign guest speakers will seek answers to
the questions posed by the multifaceted issues
arising from the current affairs.

The students will need to write either 6 reaction
papers (min 2000 words) or a final seminar
thesis up to 30 pages.
