Reference nosilca / Lecturer's references:  

Dr. Marko Novak je redni profesor za teorijo prava in ustavno pravo ter prorektor na Novi univerzi. 
Diplomiral in doktoriral je na Pravni fakulteti Univerze v Ljubljani, magistriral pa na Georgetown 
University Law School v ZDA. V Sloveniji je opravil pravniški državni izpit in je tudi sodni tolmač za 
angleški jezik. Pred polno zaposlitvijo v akademskem svetu je bil več kot deset let strokovni sodelavec 
na Ustavnem sodišču RS. Članke in razprave objavlja doma in v tujini, objavil pa je tudi več knjig. 
Njegova področja strokovnega zanimanja so predvsem teorija in filozofija prava, ustavno pravo, 
pravna zgodovina in angleška pravna terminologija. Bil je predsednik Sodnega sveta RS, član Sveta 
Nacionalne agencije za kakovost visokega šolstva Republike Slovenije, zdaj pa je podpredsednik njene 
Pritožbene komisije ter ponovno član Sodnega sveta RS.

Marko Novak, Ph.D., is a full professor of theory of law and constitutional law and Vice-Rector at the 
New University. He received his doctorate at the Faculty of Law of Ljubljana University and a master's 
degree in law from Georgetown University Law School in the United States. In Slovenia, he passed 
the state lawyers' exam and is also a court interpreter for the English language. Prior to full 
employment in the academia, he has been more than ten years a legal advisor at the Constitutional

Court of the Republic of Slovenia. He publishes articles at home and abroad, and he has published 
several books. His areas of professional interest are mainly theory and philosophy of law, 
constitutional law, legal history, and English legal terminology. He has been president of the Slovene 
Council for the judiciary, and a member of the Council of the National Agency for Quality of Higher 
Education of the Republic of Slovenia, while now he is vice-president of its Appeals Commission, and 
again a member of the Slovene Council for the judiciary.
