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Studenti/ke bodo pridobili naslednje splosne| |Students will gain the following general
kompetence: competences:

Namen predmeta je predstaviti sistem samouprave
lokalnih skupnosti (obcin in bodocih pokrajin) v
Sloveniji, kot je zamisljen v teoriji, opredeljen v
ustavi in zakonodaji in uresniCevan v praksi.

Enakopravno bodo obravnavani tudi evropski
standardi in nacela za lokalno in regionalno
samoupravo, vsebovani v  najpomembnejsih

dokumentih Sveta Evrope in Evropske unije. V
primernem obsegu bodo obravnavana vprasanja
slovenske regionalne politike, regionalnega razvoja
in vkljucevanja lokalnih skupnosti v pridobivanje
sredstev strukturnih in kohezijskega sklada EU.

Studenti/ke bodo pridobili naslednje predmetno
specificne kompetence:

Poznavanje in razumevanje osnovnih pravnih
pojmov, pravnih nacel in pravil s podrocja lokalne
samouprave. V okviru razmerja med drZavo in
lokalno samoupravo je obravnavano tudi nacelo
subsidiarnosti, kar predstavlja nujnost kréenja
pristojnosti drZave in utrjevanja poloZaja lokalne
skupnosti kot temeljne skupnosti Zivljenja ljudi.
Studenti se seznanijo tudi z moinimi prenosi
drzavne pristojnosti na pokrajine, ko bodo te
ustanovljene in z doslej Ze izdelanimi zakonskimi
koncepti bodoce pokrajinske samouprave. Predmet
daje tudi vpogled v ustavno obveznost druge
stopnje lokalne samouprave in dejansko neizvedbo
ter posledice, ki s tem nastajajo za slovenski
regionalni razvoj. Studentje se seznanijo tudi s
konceptom lokalnega vodenja in lokalne
demokracije.

The purpose of this course is to introduce a system
of  self-governance of local communities
(municipalities and future regions) in Slovenia, as
conceived in theory, defined in the Constitution and
law and practiced in practice. Equal will be
discussed by European standards and principles for
local and regional self-government contained in the
most important documents of the Council of Europe
and the European Union. To the extent appropriate
to the issues of Slovenian regional policy, regional
development and involvement of local communities
in getting funds from the Structural Funds and the
Cohesion Fund.

Students will gain the following subjects specific
competences:

Knowledge and understanding of fundamental legal
concepts, legal principles and rules in the field of
local self-government. In the context of the
relationship between the State and Local
Government has dealt with the principle of
subsidiarity, which is a necessity contraction
jurisdiction of the state and consolidating the
position of the local community as the basic
community life. Students are also introduced to the
possible transfer of state powers to the provinces,
once they have established and has already
produced legal concepts of the future provincial
government. The subject gives an insight into the
constitutional obligation of the second level of local
government and  non-execution and the
consequences of this process, for the Slovenian
Regional Development. Students are introduced to
the concept of local leadership and local democracy.
